Donning our own designer '‘Boycott
Israel' and 'End the Occupation' tshirts, we display the 4 boycotted products; Loreal,
Nestle, McDonalds and Coca Cola. This is in line with the worldwide call to Boycott,
Divest and Sanction (BDS) Israel, which is beginning to reap dividends.

We contributed 4 fully equipped ambulances and another RM 100,000 in emergency
funds to the “Return to Gaza Charity Convoy”, which spotlights the sufferings of the
impoverished Gaza enclave. This e-news is another medium to highlight the
humanitarian crisis in Palestine. Though just anothertiny drop in the ocean, but with
